The report 

shows that virtually every high school in the division provides expanded option courses for students 

by accessing courses that range from Dance to Forensic Science, according to student need and staff 

specialties. 

Transportation Quarterly Update: 

The Board reviewed a report that included information on ride times and fleet renewal costs. The 

Transportation grant revenues remain similar to last school year, other than a decrease of $13,500 in 

the Special Education Transportation Grant. Overall, as has been frequently reported, the annual 

Transportation deficit will be in excess of $800,000.
